climate target for 2030

e Whereas the EU's original NDC submission was applicable also to the United Kingdom, this
update is applicable to the EU and its 27 Member States.

e The EU and its Member States, acting jointly, are committed to a binding target of a net
domestic reduction of at least 55% in greenhouse gas emissions by 2030 compared to 1990.

e In order to address the social and economic consequences of the objective of reaching climate
neutrality by 2050 and the Union's new 2030 climate target, a Just Transition Mechanism,
including a Just Transition Fund, will be created.
